Subject: Music

Aim: How can we learn to play a lullaby on the keyboard? 
Objective: To teach students to play a lullaby on the keyboard
Materials: Five stuffed animals, Step xylophones and mallets, psaltery, piano keyboard, finger puppet, staff feltboard, solfege chart, MATB number/letter cards (red), Music and the Brain CD recordings of Duerme Pronto, large chart showing page 25 from Music and the Brain Piano Book I, chart of “C-D-E Steps, p. 6
Motivation: Knock, Knock Jokes:
Jesse you wait, I’m a gonna get you!

Watson who? Nothin’-a much. What’s a-new with you?
You go first this time – 

Knock, Knock … (me) Who’s Bear?
Let me do one more: 

Teddy Bear, Teddy Bear Turn Around … Teddy Bear, let’s all stand up
[1 minute]
Procedure / Activities:
• Students sing the rest of the Teddy Bear song (movement activity):

 Teddy Bear, Teddy Bear Turn Around … (Climb the stairs)
[3 minutes]
Activity for warming up voices

• “I think this Teddy bear wants to try climbing up the little step xylophone I have here. Try counting the steps with him …” (1, 2, 3, 4, 5). “Try helping him walk backwards down the stairs now” (5, 4, 3, 2, 1)

• “He’s trying to whisper something to me …He wants to try playing a trick on you. He’s going to skip one of the steps this time… and not tell us which one. Try echoing him very softly to see if you can catch him” (la, la, la, la for pitches do, re, me, so) [Indicate on handsign chart] I wonder which step he skipped?”
• “Now what does he want? He’s looking over at the big music board. I think he wants to try stepping on top of the notes.” “And now he wants to jump right on top of the Music and the Brain Chart.” (do, re, mi so, mi, re do) “I’d better put him in this back in his little sleep sack before things get out of hand. But if you’re very quiet he might come back out to teach you a game in a moment.” 
Game Activity
• “Let’s see if we can learn the words for singing the game while I look to see what kind of animals are hiding in the bag with Teddy Bear.”

• “Take a quick look at the five stuffed animals we have up at the front and then I’m going to ask you to hide your eyes while we’re singing the song.” 
Play gave several times

[3 minutes]
• “Let’s try the game with numbers this time. [Remove card number four] Help me sing the numbers. Which number is missing? Now with letters. [Flip cards over and sing C, D, E, G] Which letter is missing?
• “Oh, no, you’ve got to watch that little Teddy Bear. Now he’s walked off with one of the feltboard letters. Let’s check them to see which one he took” [C, D, E, G, E, D, C]

• Can someone help put the letter “F” note right back where it belongs in the space between “E” and “G?”

• “We’re going to put Teddy Bear back in the bag for while and stay there while we learn to play the beautiful lullaby song he showed us before on page 25. It was playing on CD player when we first came into the room.”
• “I’d like to find out how quickly we all can learn how to play this beautiful lullaby.”
• “Does anyone know what a lullaby is? Raise your hand if you know what a lullaby is.”

• Here’s what the song sounds like (MATB Piano Book 2 CD, track 15). Try pretending you’re rocking a baby or maybe  Teddy Bear while you’re listening to the song.
While you’re listening I want you to think about how loud or soft a lullaby should be and also whether it should be sung fast or slow.

• “Did anyone notice what other song the melody for this lullaby sounds like? (Something’s Missing)”
• “Do you think a lullaby like this should be sung soft or loud?”

• How fast or slow should a lullaby go?
• Does anybody know what language the lady was singing in at first? (Spanish)

• So that we can learn to play this song as quickly as possible I’m going to ask you to look at the big chart carefully so we can check out at what’s going on in this song

• First let’s count the boxes in between the measure lines. How many measures are there?

• How many times do we play C-D-E-G?

• Which measures are the same? 
• Only one finger is not used. Which one? (4)

• What letter is that (show other side of card)
• What is missing from the 2nd line of music? (fingerings)

• Are the two lines of music different in any other way? (no)
• How is Duerme Pronto like this one we saw earlier, C-D-E Steps? [Hold up chart for p.6, last meas, “3, 2, 1”]
• Let’s all do that measure in the air right now  

• Before we all go to the keyboards I’d like to try practicing the whole song playing “air piano.” Which hand do we use for treble clef? (MATB Piano Book 2 CD, track 16).

Students come to the front of the room to try the song out one at a time
Slip puppet on ring finger as students come to front – “The puppet is just going to watch not, play”
• Go to keyboards to play page 25

[15 minutes]

• Mirroring activity: Students come to line and mirror teacher’s motion while Duerme Pronto CD is playing
[2 – 3 minutes]

• “I’d like to show you something very special once you’re all lined up & ready  for your teacher” [Show psaltery, and missing letter “F,” play Duerme Pronto with bow]

• Maybe next time we can try learning how to sing this lullaby in Spanish. In the meantime, let’s see who remembers how to say, “See you later in Spanish ...” (Hasta la vista)

• Sing rest of good by song while lining up
