Star Light, Star Bright




  
Hide the words inside when the tuning fork is out of view
Aim:
“Can  we hide the words inside and still keep the song going without anyone hearing until it’s time for us to come back in together again?” (Studenst will be able to track a song with the words “hidden inside’ and mark time with silent gestures until they are cued to re-enter)

Materials:                                          Popsicle sticks with stars drawn on them
Felt stars cutout for felt board

 Chart with song written on it

Standards:
 

Motivation:
Tuning fork, “hidden” motions (vibrations) cause water to splash out of cup
Objective:
Students will be able to mark time during a period of rest and all come in together on cue 

Prior Knowledge:
Have learned how to sing the Song Star Light, Star Bright and along with set movements :
● Star Light – hands up then down

● Star Bright – hands up then down

● First star I see tonight – index finger held up, point to eyes,  then palms together beside tilted head

● Wish I may – palms together in front the to the right

● Wish I might – palms together then then to the left

● Have the wish I wish tonight – hands grasping in towards chest then palms together beside tilted head
