David Saphra                           Music Class Lesson Plan                        Wednesday, 4/8/08                          Lesson Plan Title:  Differentiated Listening through Movement
Concept / Topic to Teach: The way a song sounds (tempo and meter) suggests different ways we can move. 
Aim on board: “Differentiated Listening” - Know how to move to a song by listening.
Standards Addressed: NYCDoE Blueprint Music Literacy (General Music) benchmark for Grade 2 - Respond Imaginatively to the Expressive Qualities of Musical Works: Listen to a musical selection … & respond through movement to changes in Tempo, Meter, Dynamics & Styles
General Goal(s): Students will perform different kinds of movements based upon the song being heard sung
Specific Objectives: Students will start moving as soon as they hear a song being sung. Students will adjust their movements to suit a particular song. Students will stop moving immediately when the song stops.
Required Materials: Tambourines, rhythm sticks, chart showing different meters, recorded examples in different meters, worksheet for practice identifying six movement terms and two new vocabulary terms, “tempo” and “meter.”
Anticipatory Set (Lead-In): Previous lesson exposed students to six different movements as demonstrated simultaneously while being sung by the teacher.
Step-By-Step Procedures: 

1. Students march into room singing “You Are My Sunshine,” (the song that this class is singing as part of their assembly presentation this month) then proceed to their seats to sing our usual opening song.

2. Point to aim on board and make note of fact that this week we will learn how to move just by listening, not watching the teacher. We will also learn about two new music words, “Tempo” & “Meter.”
3. I’m going to sing “You are My Sunshine” [faster]. What was different? How about now [slower]? In music we call going slower and faster “Tempo.”

4. I’m going to sing another song you know, now [“Row, Row, Row Your Boat” in 2 / 4 time pointing to meter chart showing eight beats versus six beats]. Does that sound right to you? How about this [in 6 / 8 time while pointing to meter chart]?  When we count the beats a song uses that is called “Meter.” Knowing these words can help you figure out how to choose the right movement for a song. 
5. How many beats does this song have? [“Over the River in 6 / 8] How about this [“This Land is Your Land” in 2/4]? And this? [“This is the Way We Skip to School” in 6 / 8]

6. I’m going to show you something I call Skip Clapping [Clap downward into stationary hand then slide same hand down to pat leg on same side. Flip hand over to become the new stationary hand and repeat on the other side]. Remember to stop when I stop singing. [“Row, Row Row Your Boat” & “This is the Way We Skip to School”]
7. How about this pattern? [clap, lap ,clap, lap for “This Land is Your Land”] Which one of our 6 movements [pointing to chart]would work with this pattern [Marching]? Which one of our movements would fit with this pattern? [Pat one leg on long beat then other on short beat in 6 / 8 Gallop for “Over the River”]. What is the meter, how many beats do we hear for this song [“Old Mr. Rabbit” in 2 / 4, reverse pat / clap pattern that was used for Marching]
8. (Optional) Briefly hand out rhythm sticks. Show patterns [“click, click, click,click …” for all four 2/4 patterns] as well as [“click, rub, click rub” (ta-ti, ta-ti) for Skipping in 6/8] and [“rub, click, rub click” (ti-ta, ti-ta) for Galloping in 6/8]
9. I think we’re ready to try this out in a circle. I just want to remind that I will not be moving with you this time and that you need to remember to start and stop moving together as soon as you hear me begin or stop singing.  Watch what happens to these two puppets when one of them forgets to stop.  [Demonstrate w/puppets]. If  you do make a mistake and wind up on the floor we’re going to have a rule that says you have to miss one turn, no matter whose fault it is. Just remember to start and stop together, and if you’re not sure what the best movement is, figure that out later. I’m also going to ask Ms. Rodriguez, Ms. Tejada and Ms. Martinez to give you a hand if you don’t know how to skip or gallop. [We then do the same activity as last week, differentiated listening in a moving circle, but this time I’m not part of the circle]

10.  If time permits we will use colored scarves to practice moving to short examples of recorded music in different tempos and meters, also the song “Riggedy Jig” which is in both meters  2 / 4 as well as 6 / 8.
Plan For Independent Practice: Paras work with students individually as needed., Students check their own  homework sheets for corrections.
Closure (Reflect Anticipatory Set):  We will try adding new songs next time to see if we can figure out how they can be used for movement. I will also ask you to make up your own movements and we will figure out what tempo and meter are best. Does anyone remember the definition  of the word “tempo?” [How fast or slow a song goes] … What is the word that tells us how many beats a song uses? [Meter] As we line up, I will hand out the homework sheets that you got on Monday. See if you can spot our two new words, “Tempo” & “Meter.”
Assessment Based On Objectives: Students will be observed during the body percussion portion as well as during the circle activity to ascertain mastery. If at least 8 out of 12 students can perform at least 4 of the 6  movements consistently, the group will be considered successful in this activity. If individuals can perform 4 out of six of the movements successfully they will considered successful for the purpose of this lesson.
Adaptations (For Students With Learning Disabilities): Will ask paras to monitor students to make sure they are mastering the mechanics, ie. Skipping versus Galloping.
Extensions (For Gifted Students): If one or two students show mastery during the body percussion segment of the lesson (ie, skip clapping) as well as the movements themselves, they will be offered the opportunity to play tambourine to help out during the circle activity.
Possible Connections To Other Subjects: Math  – If  a song has twenty-four beats in it what could the meter be? Divide in half (12) then half again (6):
