Subject: Music

Aim: What is an ostinato pattern?  

Primary Objective: Students will learn to sing a song the song Please, Woodcutter together as a group

Secondary Obective: Students will learn an ostinato pattern which they will either simulate or play on actual instruments

Skill: Indicating pitch 

Materials: Bowed psaltery, xylphone, charts with instrument patters

Motivation: Show bowed psaltery and digital recorder 

Procedure / Activities (including key questions):

• My name is Mr. Saphra – music teacher / songwriter. 

• How would you go about writing a song? …  I start with an idea (story of where the idea f or this song came from)

• Define “ostinato” pattern and show example for this song
