1.   Did you accomplish your objectives?  How do you know?

	Students were moving independently without my modeling movements. I observed that for the most part they rapidly adjusted their movements based solely upon the song they were hearing.


2.   Identify the things that went well during the lesson.

	The rhythm of this lesson went better than in the past. I felt that there was some breathing space that permitted students as well as myself a better chance at transitioning from one activity to another more comfortably.




3.   What did you do to cause those things to go so well?  

	Allowing the students space to pair and share helped by tapping into a routine with which they are well-familiar outside the music room.




4.  Still focusing on the things that went well, tell me what you could do differently next time to get the same or a better result?

	I would like to engage the paras in the room with working independently more with the students.
