* What is a “URL”?
The letters stand for:
Uniform Resource Locator
which locates web pages on the 

World Wide Web ( WWW )
• The URL is the code you put into the Internet window on your computer. URL’s take you to different web sites.

• A URL usually looks something like this:

http://www.google.com or http://harvard.edu
• The http:// part tells the computer how to use the Internet. You don’t need to type that part in.

Usually you don’t need to type in www. either.

The middle part is a called the Domain Name.

• The Domain Name can tell you something about the web site. 

For example, AOL.COM stands for America on Line. The “.com” part means the company is commercial and needs to make money.

• whitehouse.gov is the web page for the President of the United States. The .gov part means that he or she works for the federal government.
What kind of “dot” would you call a web site that is about school and education?
How about a web site that serves an organization?
Who is the lady dancing on the PS146.US Music page? Someone in this school knows her very well!
