Students have learned how to save their work in the proper location; students have learned how to properly use the touchpad and have had experience with keyboarding.  Students have learned how to use Kidspiration

Procedure
TO



Read aloud a short fairy tale, THE GOLDEN-HEADED FISH. Show the class an example of what the completed work should look like. 

WITH

As a class, using a laptop and a projector re-create the graphic organizer for the story. 

BY

Students will be provided with a copy of another fairy tale to read while laptops are being distributed. The story will serve as a basis to create their own graphic organizers.

Assessment
Circulate the classroom, observe the students’ ability to log in and open the Kidspiration template file from their laptop’s Shared Folder, assisting as needed.

Differentiated Instruction:
Certain students will work independently, assist one another or rely on the teacher’s assistance when needed.
