Significant Gains & Big Goals

Guidelines for ambitious and feasible goals.  Teach For America has identified student performance at or above of 1.5 years of growth (or 2 years of growth at the secondary level) in one year, and/or a class average of 80 percent content mastery, as a generic vision of significant student performance.  All corps members are encouraged to diagnose their students and identify what is at the intersection of ambitious and feasible for their classroom.  For corps members who choose to use a meaningful end of course exam score as their big goal, they should conduct research about their intended assessment and speak with their program staff to determine what scores represent ambitious performance.
