What’s provided on the SAT and How to Use It?
Text. The SAT provides a set of text / guidelines to help you develop the unique Vision, Assessment and Planning tools (Big Goal, Long-Term Plan, 1st Unit Assessment and 1st Unit Plan) you’ll need to lead your students to achieve significant gains in your course. This text largely supplements the vision, assessment and planning sections of the Instructional Planning and Delivery (IPD) text; though, given that it clarifies how the backwards design process can be applied to unit planning, please use the SAT supplemental text as your primary resource for unit planning. 
Models. These texts are accompanied by one or more model Big Goals, Long-Term Plans, 1st Unit Assessments and 1st Unit Plans to represent each grade level and content area. Although each model may not be fully aligned to the standards of the state in which you teach and is not intended to serve as your actual tool, they are designed to be a reference as you develop your own.  

Metacognitive Narrative. Each model is accompanied by a Metacognitive Narrative that reveals what the author of the tool was thinking when he/she created the model; the Metacognitive Narrative also provides a rationale for the decisions that are reflected in the product. Use these as reference, in tandem with the model they support, as you develop your own vision, assessment and planning tools. 

Tracking Sheets. In New York, we are in the midst of working to upgrade our tracking sheets for next year.  Since you will be able to plan for the summer without these tools, we have not included them on the SAT.
Additional Assessments. We have also provided a set of additional reading, writing, math, science and social studies assessments which many regions reported as useful over the last 2 years.
