	Assessments
	How will I measure my Big Goal?
Because measuring student progress through traditional assessments (testing, etc) is developmentally inappropriate, I will measure my big goal by observing student mastery against established benchmarks outlined in the performance assessments.  

How will I measure progress toward the Big Goal?
I will measure progress toward the Big Goal by initially diagnosing my students, and then by using performance assessments during regular observation cycles.  Each strand will be evaluated as mastered or emerging (mastery indicates that the child integrates the behaviors outlined in the fourth benchmark of each strand on a regular basis).  A running tally of objectives mastered will demonstrate progress toward the big goal as well as indicate areas for remediation.
