	 In the first week there are a couple of things that I definitely want to accomplish.  Firstly I want to make sure that I focus on getting all of my students diagnosed so that I know exactly where my students are in terms of their reading.  This data will then inform my instruction and planning in the future. 

This also is an opportunity for me to think about how I want to set up my literacy blocks so that my students know all of the procedures of what independent reading should look like, what writing will look like and how words will be set up.  If I can spend time early in the year with these procedures then it will ensure that my literacy block will run smoothly.  

This doesn’t mean that I won’t start teaching right away as there are some skills that I can incorporate as I set up my reading procedures.  Things like parts of a book and monitoring your reading are two skills that lend itself well to students thinking about their behaviors as they read.  Making sure though that these objectives are bite size however is the key to ensure that my students are really focused on one strategy that will help them to do that. I choose re-reading because that is an easier skill that most of my students probably have seen before in prior grades.  While students are re-reading their books and writing about what they know, I am making sure that I meet the NYS literacy standard 1 students will read, write, and speak for understanding.  
I want to foster a love for writing during the first week of school by encouraging students to write about anything they want (as a baseline). I want to make sure that students understand that writing has MANY purposes and that they can choose what they want to write or how they want to write the first week of school – to ensure that they gain the confidence to continue writing across the year.

	During the second week of school I want to make sure that students are following and understanding the routines. These are crucial and it is imperative to allot sufficient time for students to learn all the routines. This week I want to focus on retelling, a very important comprehension strategy that will develop across the school year. 
In writing, students will begin their first writing piece. Students are meeting both NYS standard 1 and 4 during this unit because they are writing to understand and for social interaction, meaning they are sharing and learning from their peers and the teacher.  I have to keep in mind that during the writing workshop students are going to move at completely different speeds – so it is ok for me to introduce new material. During independent conferences I will have the chance to catch these students up by focusing on their needs.

	 Week 3, by now I should recognize all of my student’s temperaments! I should know who they can work well with and how they should be arranged on the seating chart. I need to continue to enforce and be consistent with all the classroom rules, routines, and policies. 
NYS standard 3 states that students will be able to read, listen, and speak for critical analysis and evaluation. During reading hour, I will read aloud to my student and they will evaluate the information they hear and see through a prediction.  Students will learn to evaluate the cover and the title of a book to make a prediction and use the information to support their claim. Then I will teach them to read and look at the pictures on the first pages and to stop and make a prediction of what will happen next. This strategy ensures that students comprehend the story and that they can connect the ideas conveyed in the book. 
During writing I want to teach my students how to go back and focus on the words that they are not sure about. By now, I have taught them to circle the words that they did not know how to spell making sure they know that IT IS OK to have misspelled words so they are not caught up or worried about this during the drafting/revision stages. They will learn to use the word wall to check for high frequency or sight words.

	Wow, I made it to the end of September! By now many routines are falling into place and students are able to transition easier from one lesson to next– making sure that I give them time to stretch and SING! (Use songs that teach them a skill, concept, or material like the days of the week, months, letter sound correspondence). 
In reading I just introduced to my students how to make a prediction. To follow this reading comprehension strategy, I will introduce connections. Aligned with NYS standard 1 students need to make perceptive and well developed connections to prior knowledge. This is a very important strategy for students because it allows students the time to think about what they already know (schema) and use that information to inform their understanding of a new text. 
In writing, I want to make sure students know that there are specific parts that need to be included. We will use the checklist once again to re-examine their work. Finally, this is the first published piece so I will make a BIG deal/party/ celebration to show students how important their published pieces are.
