	I must keep in mind that APRIL is a very short month and I have to make sure to stick to the schedule to accomplish all the objectives. In addition, I must remember that students will come back from a break and need reminders or refreshers on routines, rules, and expectations. 
In reading students will be learning how to read content area text (or informational text). This unit will review many concepts from the non-fiction unit of study, but the focus here is more comprehension than decoding. In addition, I want my students to know what the difference is between a fact and an opinion. I know we already went over this n unit 4 but this time students will be writing their own informational text so they must be able to differentiate between fact and opinion. 
 As we enter April, I must continue to keep formal running records of my students to know where they are and what level they are reading at. I need this information so they are being group appropriately. 
In writing, this unit my students will write their own research book! They will get a chance to come up with a topic to research (meaning they are going to read about it and use the text as evidence). This is a long unit of study because students will need several days to understand that they summarize, paraphrase, and re-write facts as they synthesize the information. They will need a lot of practice to correctly apply this writing skill. So, I have to probably allow several days for both the drafting and revising stages to make sure students are not writing opinions or copying the author. They will have to basically create an informational text, like Horses. This their horse book students should have a table of content that clearly labels all the sections of the book, like -what they eat, what they look like, where they live, predators/prey, what they do, etc. Students will look this up in book and use the books for references to write interpret the information and write on their own.
