	 This month in reading students are going to learn the features of a non-fiction text to learn about a topic. The focus here are the features, like title, table of content, caption boxes, sections, index, etc. Students will have a chance to use all the features to read /write non-fiction later on in the year. For this unit it is essential that all students have access to non-fiction books at their level so they can practice identifying and using the features during independent reading for the features. In order to launch this unit I will have to use fictional books to compare them to non-fiction books at the beginning. Then, I will drop fictional books and only use non-fiction books to finish teaching the unit. 
In writing I want to solidify revision strategies and methods so students can further understand the purpose of revision. For this unit I will need to go back and give students their old writing pieces from the previous units so they can choose one to revise. Students can pick any draft because the new strategies/methods will apply to all the writing pieces.

	 This week in reading I will go more into depth to define the key features in a non-fiction book. I will focus on the purpose and how to use the features to read and understand a topic in a non-fiction book. This unit is best taught using non-fiction big books so students can see all the features and as a class they can identify them. One important point that I want to stress this week is that it is not required to read cover to cover when using a non-fiction book. Instead, we can open a non-fiction book and use the table of content or the index to find information. 
In writing I want to focus on capital/lowercase letters and punctuation marks for editing. I also want to make sure that students know how to use and check their writing with the word wall. I need students to use these tools to monitor their own spelling. I want to also generate the class rubric during this week because it will focus mainly on the revision methods or strategies.  I will allow time for my students to use the rubric during the editing process to check and evaluate their work to make necessary changes or add more to their pieces.
