Thinking
	 To finish the unit on non-fiction reading and leaning, I will teach my students how to synthesize the information they are learning. I want to teach my students that non-fiction books have a purpose for a specific audience. They need to learn how to organize the information as they are reading it to be able to retell or summarize.  I need to make sure that I do a formal running record when students return from the winter break to track their progress. 

Before the writing unit is launched, I will have to give students a mid-year assessment in writing using an on-the-stop piece. I will gives students a paper to write about anything they want without prompts. On the second day I will give students a pen to revise/edit to make changes or add more to their piece. I will use this piece to analyze it and know how far my students have grown from the on-the-spot in September. I will use this on-the-spot piece to plan the next steps for my students as a whole class and for individuals. 
For the writing unit students will write an informational text but this time they will write is as a How-To book, meaning they will teach the reader how to do, make, create, cook, or play something. Students can choose anything they know how to do on their own but the focus for this unit is DETAILS. Detail words will be taught and modeled over the unit to ensure students are expressing themselves in their writing.

Unit 5: Month of January, 2008 (WK 2)

	Meta-cognitive 

Thinking
	  This month the focus is FLUENCY, in other words to be able to read so it sounds like you are talking and NOT LIKE A ROBOT. A good way to launch this unit is by reading a book extremely slow, pausing after every sound or syllable to sound like a robot – to show students how meaning is LOST when we decode slowly. So, the more natural (fluent) your voice sounds when you read the easier the meaning will be to monitor while reading.  A great way to teach this unit is by using Reader’s Theatre. I  can use any type of scripts or short plays to engage my students. Even my lowest readers can participate using very short repetitive scripts. I can use familiar poems and change them to a script by adding roles and lines for students to follow. In the end, I can have my students perform their scripts or plays to the class or to a different class in the school using puppets! 

In writing I want to focus on details – how to get students to use descriptive words in their writing. For this unit I want to reinforce the use of five senses descriptive words (unit 3) and sequence and transitional words (unit 4) and introduce the use of action words. We will make a class chart to list possible actions that might up in my students writing (using their topics as references).
