	June, we made it to the end! June is going to be a very busy and fast month. There are so many things to complete and wrap up – like final writing pieces, all the assessments, and re-teaching necessary objectives that students did not master. In addition, I have to set up my students for the summer so they set a goal for themselves (especially to continue reading and writing). 

In reading, we are going to wrap up the character study by reading more rich literature that clearly shows character development all the while focusing on students being able to make accurate inferences about both the story and characters. In the final school days students will reflect on how much they have grown as readers. They will have an opportunity to select favorite books and write recommendations, examine books they read in September, and make a list of summer goals to continue growing as readers. 
In writing, my students have about 7 school days to revise, edit, and publish their last piece – a story with character development. In addition, my students will write up summer plans / goals to get them to think about how they will continue to read and write over the summer. In this final reflection piece, I will focus on the basic grammar and writing conventions that students need to know before second grade. I will focus on punctuation marks, capital letters, complete sentences, and have a beginning, middle, and end in a writing piece.
