	This unit I am going to extend vocabulary skills in reading so my students have concrete vocabulary skills to aid them when they enter the next unit – content area reading. Students are going to be “investigators” looking for very specific clues that help them define or infer meaning of new or work vocabulary. In addition I want to stress the importance of high frequency words so the first week I want to focus on the importance of sight / high frequency words. 
In writing, this unit my students will be writing a book recommendation. They will learn very basic letter writing conventions so they can write a letter to recommend a book to a family member, friend, or peer.
