	Almost there, June is right around the corner! As I end the Non-Fiction reading and writing units of study, I will have to begin to assess my students in all areas for the end of the year. To start, I will begin assessing using a formal assessment like ECLAS-2 in mid-May. It seems to be easier if I start to assess the decoding and sight word sections first followed by the whole class spelling and vocabulary and save the reading comprehension for last. This assessment will probably go into June – and I must remember that in June I will also assess my students to know their exiting reading levels using F and P, DRA, or any other leveled reading system. In addition, I have to keep in mind that in May/June there will be much official paper work to fill out – like the official school documents for each student. Again, I will have to use my conferring time to assess students, so I have to have strong mini-lesson with concrete follow up activities to make sure students are doing meaningful and purposeful work on their own with littler check-ins from the teacher. 
In reading, the new unit will cover characterization – meaning we will study a character in a book beyond the literal level. We will go into a character’s personality, moods, and making inferences about the character. 
In writing, the research reports will continue. I have to make sure students are writing several sentences for each heading of their book. If I need too, I will have to take two weeks in May to complete this writing unit. Then, we will move directly into characterization.
