Thinking
	 By now in November I want to focus on new comprehension strategies that will grow across the year; including accountable talk, questioning or wonderings about the text, and visualization. Now guided reading groups are in place, students are using their independent reading time to read a text and respond, and students are sent to literacy centers to work on specific skills or needs. (i.e. students who need more alphabet work can go to a center to work on matching an object to the correct letter). But, this can only be in place if I have assessed ALL my students and know exactly what they already know and need to learn. 
Guided reading groups will continue from this point on. Since students move learn at different paces these groups will change, but I will only know this information if I do formal running records of my students every 4-6 weeks. 
In writing, students will have to learn what a fact is to write an all about book (a non-fiction book without research about any topic or subject as long as facts are used rather than opinions). They will have an opportunity to pick something they are experts at to write an informational piece. Students can write about anything they know: animals, holidays, events, people, environment, sports, etc. (keep in mind no research is needed for this unit, research will be done later on in the content area unit).

	Meta-cognitive 

Thinking
	In reading this week students will learn to ask meaningful questions about the text and chart the questions/answers on a graphic organizer (KWL chart). This unit will require many prompts for students to model and use on their own. More importantly, I want students to be able to evaluate the text by asking questions and using the text for evidence to solve their own questioning.  

All About Books is the time for students to learn the difference between a fact and an opinion from their own experiences. To revise this week their work, I can make a chart to list different ways that an opinion might begin: I like, I think, I love. Then on the opposite side to list how a fact might sound in writing: I saw, I learned, I read, I know. The focus this week will be for students to go back and take out any opinions from the writing and add more facts on a topic.

	 This is a fun comprehension strategy! Students love to visualize (or create a picture/movie/slide show/ etc) in their heads. To teach this comprehension strategy I will have to use a short chapter book with limited images. I will read the book across the week and focus on key parts to stop and have students visualize. During this week I can have students go back during independent reading time to draw/sketch/paint/ create the image that is in their head. This is a great comprehension skill that works well with poetry – so I can either use a short chapter book or different poetry with descriptive language for students to visualize what is going on.

In writing, I want to focus on one editing skill for the week, capital/lowercase letters. I will reinforce and review the previous editing strategies (spaces and punctuation) but with a strong emphasis on capital/lowercase letters.

Unit 4:       Month of November, 2007 (WK 4)
	Meta-cognitive 

Thinking
	 The focus in reading this week is to create a learning environment lead by accountable talk.  Accountable talk is very important in early elementary because it builds listening, comprehension, and speaking skills. In order to have accountable talk students must be active listeners to respond and discuss with a partner. Students will need a lot of modeling for accountable talk, including vocabulary (like, dislike, agree, disagree, I think, I know, etc), how to take turns, and how to respond or hold a conversation with a partner. This skill will continue to be developed throughout the school year across all areas (during math, students need to actively listen to each other and ask/respond with a partner). 
By now I know what students will publish more than one piece (they work at a faster pace) and what students I need to catch up during the publishing stage. The focus for this week is presentation – body language, intonation, and fluency. If students develop presentation skills it will increase their fluency because they learn to read at an appropriate speed and to have a natural reading voice (as oppose to monotone or robotic).
