	NYS standard 1 states that students need to make appropriate and effective use of strategies to construct meaning from print, such as an understanding of letter-sound relationships to decode difficult words and demonstrate 1:1 correspondence of words in print (meaning students can point to each word as they read). One of the easiest print strategies that students will learn for decoding is to physically prepare their mouths for the first sound in a word.  They will also learn to use their finger to point as they read to demonstrate 1:1 word correspondence. 

This week we will continue working on NYS standard 1 of making connections. I want to focus on text-to-world and text-to-text connections and introduce graphic organizers like a Venn diagram for students to organize the commonalities or differences in the connections.  (To differentiate a lesson using graphic organizers, have students who are not yet printing words to draw pictures. The objective is for students to make connections so using pictures is totally acceptable as long as they can explain them and make sense). I will now begin to teach students TWO things; a decoding skill and a comprehension skill during the mini-lesson. My focus for the reading lesson will be the decoding skill and the focus for independent reading time is a comprehension skill. I am doing this because I want to give my students concrete decoding skills to use on their own and a comprehension skill they can apply as they read their text. 

In OCTOBER students need to know what “just right books” for them to read so I need to be sure that I finish assessing them in reading comprehension and decoding. They need to be familiar with the routines and leveling systems to choose there own books for independent reading so that guided reading groups can begin this MONTH. (see next week) 
In writing, I will launch personal narratives. This unit will be all about student’s communicating their understanding of information from personal experiences. Students will write about themselves or a special moment.  A key focus this unit is on spacing, a crucial print convention needed to be able to read student’s writing.

	I know it seems like a lot is going on during the reading workshop – but all the components are needed for students to be successful readers! Once again, I am teaching my students explicit decoding skills during the mini-lesson, for instance preparing your mouth for the first sound and I combine it with a comprehension skill to leave my students with a focus for independent reading time. 
Around this time of the month it is a good idea to begin guided reading groups. Guided reading groups are the key component for students to master skills and concepts because the groups are leveled and they target individual needs. Although, it might seem like a lot is going on, I still need to teach my students a decoding method alongside a comprehension strategy. This means that slowly I will teach my students the routines for small group instruction, including group names, when to move, where to meet, teacher is not available, etc. These are all routines that will be interwoven into the mini-lesson. I need to teach these routines now and make sure students know them well so they are not lost or confused later on in the year. 
In writing I want to push my students to finish their drafts so the revision process can begin. NYS standard 1 says that students will be able to revise and improve early drafts by revising for clarity and effect. We will learn how to change the mood of the beginning of their personal narrative using suspense details.

Thinking
	There are three type of indicators that help a reader decode to make meaning; visual, context, and syntax. I already went over visual clues last week when student use letter-sound correspondence to look at and sound out the initial letter. To teach the context strategy this week I will use a big book with difficult words pre-selected and covered them with a post-it. When I read the book I will stop at the post-it and ask students to make a list of words that can fit so the sentence makes sense. Then, using the previous print strategy I will uncover the first letter and remind students to prepare their mouth for the initial sound. Once the first letter is revealed the class will check if any words from the list will fit and make sense. 

For guided reading groups, students will know expectations of lessons. They will know that guided reading groups are for them to move forward in reading. By this time, all my students should be in a group that matches their reading level. 
NYS writing standard 1 says that students need to observe basic writing rules of conventions such as sentence structure using punctuation. For writing, I will teach students the structure of a sentence. They need to understand that their voice stops naturally (more like a quick pause) at the end of an idea when they read or when they write at the end of a sentence. In addition, they will learn to observe the conventions of capital/lowercase letters.

	In reading we will continue to work on decoding strategies that students can use flexibly when reading a text. My independent reading time looks the same across the month because I want to stress the routines for finding “just right books” that student’s can read on an independent level. Now I want my students to move into reading journals or reading responses – a place where students can reflect, respond, or write about their texts. They will be using these notebooks or journals all year so it is crucial for them to understand the purpose and how to respond to the text. 

This week I will begin to introduce literacy centers to my students. A literacy center is an area that a student can work on specific skills or concepts that they need more practice on. This will not be new material because it will have to be something they can do on their own, for example listening center, computer center (reading books on the computer), word center (making words), alphabet center, etc. These centers need to be student-friendly and they must have an objective that students can master on their own. I will introduce more centers in the upcoming weeks, right now I really want to focus on the routines and expectations of these literacy areas. I must keep in mind that during the reading workhop (depending on my model I follow) students will be at a center or in a guided reading group only per day. These will alternate, but generally students see one or the other. 

In writing, I want to stress that neatness is key for publishing. I want students to know how to copy all their edited or revised changes to their published piece.
