During the Word Block, we’re continuing to add 5-8 words to the Word Wall a week, and we’re spending the month focusing on contractions for the Phonics portion.  In Writing Workshop, we’ll be using the research we gathered during our Non-Fiction study to create our own All About Books, trying out the same non-fiction characteristics we studied in our own writing.

	Monitoring for Meaning: Strategies for Getting Our Minds Back on Track

SWBAT self-correct by rereading the passage they find confusing to make sure they understand what’s going on.

SWBAT self-correct by reading the part of the story aloud to clear up confusion.

SWBAT self-correct by going back to the beginning of a text and rereading to solidify understanding.

SWBAT follow the characters by taking notes on post-it notes as they read, paying close attention to new characters, and their relationship to the main character.

Based on their writing partner’s advice, SWBAT fill in the gaps in their writing, missing words, etc so that their writing is as specific as possible.

SWBAT fancy up their writing by adding a cover which includes an illustration, the author and illustrator’s names and the title.
