	This unit will give students an introduction to book clubs and increase interaction between reading partners.  The students will be able to use the skills they have learned throughout the year by practicing them through partner discussion.  I am going to make partnerships based on level that way students will be able to be reading the exact same book as their partner and have the ability to stay within one series.  Each series partnership will need to have at least 2 different books from within the series so that they are able to study the series and its characters in depth.

The edge of the seat story will be the student’s first time writing a fictional story.  Here it will be important to model what an edge of the seat story is.  I really like using Donald Crews’ story, Shortcut, as it will illustrate what an author’s voice sounds like in addition to providing suspense.  It is a story that is easy to follow and short.  Students will be able to replicate what Donald Crews does to create their own stories.  It will be important to make sure that the students are able to show not tell in their writing for this unit.
