	In this unit students are going to delve into poetry.  Students should be immersed in poetry.  First I want students to go back to working with their partners on a regular basis.  I want the partnerships arranged by levels, with each partnership member receiving a folder of poems on their level.  This will assist in partner discussion and ensure that all students have access to a variety of poems that they can read.  

The ultimate goals of the unit will be creating of an anthology of poetry.  The anthology will include at least 5 poems that the students love (found through reading workshop), and at least 5 poems that they have created themselves.  I will want to make sure that the students publish a variety of poems instead of just one type.  Therefore it will be important to have students use a checklist for publishing.  After students have created their anthologies it will be important to spend time celebrating their accomplishments.

I have allotted extra time in the schedule for additional time to read/collect entries and to allow time for a poetry celebration.
