Thinking
	 For this unit, I want to really expose students to the writer’s craft and realize that stories often have deeper meanings and valuable lessons to be learned.  Students will be exposed to a series of well known classic fairy tale’s as well as fairy tales that follow the same  themes from different cultures.  This way students can see how the same story can be told in a variety of ways, but keeps many of the fictional elements the same.  I believe I would like to focus on reading multiple picture book fairy tales to the students instead of one long fairy tale.  This way students can bridge connections between the elements of fairy tale and fiction writing.

This will also be the student’s first time writing a fictional story in the 5th grade.  It will be important to model what the proper story elements of a fairy tale/fiction story are.  This can be accomplished through modeling the writing process as well as pointing out elements in actual fairy tale texts.  It will be important to make sure that the students are able to show not tell in their writing for this unit, use figurative language and are able to follow the exposition, raising action, climax and resolution of their story.
