Overview of Different ESL Programs
There are many different types of ESL programs that are used in the city. It is important for you to familiarize yourself with what model your school will be using and so we have provided an Overview page of the different types of ESL programs in NYC as well as an ESL Terminology page.  You will have students in your classroom with varying language ability levels and so it is important to know the differences between these category of students.  The Language Acquisition Levels Chart outlines for you characteristics of students at these different levels of proficiency.  To know more about the ESL demographic of NYC public schools the Facts and Figures Document outlines the research done by the city about the different programs as well as population of ESL Students currently in the system.  
You also may be asked to be the ESL coordinator of your school depending on how large the ESL population and program is at your school.  The ESL Coordinator Responsibilities page outlines specific tasks and responsibilities of this role. 

NYS ESL Assessments:  
1)  Lab-R is the diagnostic exam that students take in order to qualify for a bilingual or ESL Program.  

2)  NYSESLAT.  This is the State end of year assessment that all students must take.  There is one for every grade level group below.  The state however also requires all ESL students to take the general education assessment as well.

	If you are a self-contained ESL teacher it is imperative that you are teaching the same grade level content with your ESL students but implementing ESL Strategies and differentiating for the language levels in your classroom. Highpoints is a curriculum that is outlined by language acquisition level.  This is being used in many different states as their ESL curriculum.  These resources are to be a guide as you begin to plan your year for your specific groups of students.  You do not necessarily need the whole curriculum to use these resources as they are a grouping of objectives and standards that are appropriate for each level of language acquisition.  However the Teach For America NYC Office does house the whole curriculum in their resource room if you would like to reference the actual curriculum.  The highlight of this curriculum is that it has measurable assessments to not only diagnose students language levels but also End of Year summative assessments to measure student progress.  Highpoint is most appropriate for the upper elementary and secondary level.
