Administer Spanish LAB to Spanish-speaking LEP/ELL

3. PROGRAM PLACEMENT
Place Student in Bilingual/ESL Program

Student IS LEP/ELL. Exercise Parental Option.

Parent may choose to have child placed in one of three educational program options:

· Traditional Bilingual Program

· Dual Language Bilingual Program

· Free Standing ESL Program


Notes:  

· Student must be placed within 10 school days of enrollment.

· Bilingual classes are formed when there are 15 or more students on two contiguous grades for Grades K-8, and 20 on a grade for Grades 9-12.

· If there aren’t enough students to form a Bilingual class, student can opt for another school with the program or stay in the school, in ESL 

· If the school does not have a bilingual program in the language of the student, parents are to be informed of a school where such a program exists.  School personnel may check with Regional Office, DELL, or NYC BETAC Network if assistance is needed.

· If parents do not select a program, the student is automatically placed in Bilingual class, if it is available, otherwise, in ESL

· All ELL must receive at least ESL
