NOUN:

a person, place, thing, or idea

( The student has a great idea. 

Examples:   
student (person)
school (place)

creativity (idea)




book (thing)

PRONOUN:

a word that replaces a noun
( They left the party.

Examples:   
he, she, it, they, we

PROPER NOUN:
a word that names a specific  noun

( Mr. Smith lives in New York City.

Examples:   Mrs. Johnson (person) 





   the Bronx (place)

Biculturalism (idea)




The Ballad of Mulan (thing)

VERB:
a word that shows action or state-of-being

( She always laughs at bad jokes.
( She is always on time for school.


Examples:   
-   jump, shout, throw, smile (action)





-   am, is, are, was, were (state of being

ADJECTIVE:
a word that modifies a noun or pronoun

( The walls are yellow.

Examples:   
yellow, dark, intelligent, delightful, happy

ADVERB:
a word that modifies a verb, adjective or other adverb

( I do my homework quickly.


Examples:   
quickly, intelligently, most, very 
PREPOSITION:

a word that shows relationships between nouns/pronouns and other words in a sentence
(John put his bag on the desk.

Examples:   
in, at, on, around, of, for, between, since, before
