This month, we are learning about non-fiction texts. In order to demonstrate that you understand what a non-fiction text is, you will be creating your own text. This is a creative project and will require research, writing, and artistic skills. 
	Step 1: Choose your topic and your three main ‘chapters’.

	Step 2: Find 3 resources on your topic (at least one resource must be a book) Write the 

author name, the text title, the year it was written and the publisher name (this is 

called a Bibliography)

	Step 3:  Read only the parts of the text that have information you can use. Write down 

the information using “quotes”. Write it on the graphic organizer so you stay organized.

	Step 4: Write an introduction stating why you chose the topic, why it is important or 

interesting and what three main points you will be explaining.

	Step 5: Write one paragraph for each of your three points explaining why the information 

in that paragraph is useful or important to know and giving three details about each ‘chapter’.

	Step 6: Write one conclusion paragraph that repeats why you chose the topic, why it is   

important or interesting and what your three chapters were about. 

	Step 7: Create a glossary with 5 vocabulary words from your text. 

	Step 8:  Create an index for 6 topics, giving the page, paragraph and line number.

	Step 9: Find or create three visuals to put in your non-fiction text.

	Step 10: Share your book with your classmates in a book circle.
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	Non-fiction text contains 5 organized and detailed paragraphs with three supports and transitional words or phrases, effectively uses quotes without plagiarizing. Has an accurate bibliography. Has a glossary with 5 easy to understand definitions for difficult words. Has an index for 6 important topics.
Effectively embeds more than 3 quotes.
	Contains 5 organized and detailed paragraphs with 2 or more supports. Some transitional phrases. Uses quotes. Does not plagiarize. Has a bibliography. Has a glossary with 5 definitions for difficult words. Has an index for 6 topics.
Embeds 3 or more quotes.
	Contains 4 detailed paragraphs with 2 or more supports. Uses very few transition words. Uses less than 2 quotes. Has less than 2 resources.

Has a glossary with 3-5 words and definitions. Has an index with less than 4 words. Uses 3 quotes.
	Contains 3 or fewer paragraphs with less than 3 supports. Does not use transitional words. Does not use quotes or resources. Has no glossary or no index.
Uses less than 3 quotes.

	Contains three neat visuals.

	Presents book clearly and loudly.
