	Stage 1: Identify Desired Results

	Established Goals:

	What understandings are desired?

	Students will understand that:
· The writing process consists of five separate stages.
· The five stages of the writing process are interconnected.

· Autobiographies are stories about a particular person written by that person.

	· What is the writing process?
· How do we brainstorm for topics or ideas?

· What is revision and why is it important?

· How is editing different from revision?

· What are the subject and predicate of a sentence and how do we use them?

	What key knowledge & skills will students acquire as a result of this unit?

	Students will know:

· The name and functions of the five stages of the writing process.

· The definition of an autobiography.

· The definition of subject, predicate, singular, and plural.


	Students will be able to:

· Apply the writing process to their work.

	What evidence will show that students understand?

	Performance Tasks (Summary in G.R.A.S.P.S. form):

Goal: Your goal is to write an autobiographical paragraph using the writing process.
Role: You are the author and the subject of the paragraph.

Audience: The audience is your classmates, teacher, and principal.

Situation: You need to tell other people about yourself using written English.

Product, performance, and purpose: You need to prepare a written paragraph to practice your English writing skills. You need to use the writing process to do this, because it is a skill you are expected to have for your other classes. 

Standards, criteria for success: Your paragraph needs to include six sentences with correct capitalization, punctuation, and subject-verb agreement. You will need to turn in one assignment for each stage of the writing process.
