“Self-Concept/Diversity” Unit

ESL (Can be used for all grades…can be adjusted/modified)

Unit of Study: 2-4 weeks

Stage 1: Outcomes

Enduring Understandings: Learners will understand that:

Developing a positive self-concept provides them the tools to address a myriad of diverse problems such as academic under/overachievement and behavioral problems.  Additionally, students will show their understanding in the roles that multi-culturalism and cooperative learning play as motivating factors to their success as ELLs, both academically and socially.

Essential Questions: Learners will ask:

· How does a person appreciate the concept of likenesses and differences in people?

· How is self-concept useful in everyday life and social interaction?

· What kind of impact does a person’s self-concept have on his/her decisions?

Knowledge: Learners will need to know:

· How to identify their “uniqueness” in terms of physical features, country of origin, family, etc.

· How to use language to demonstrate understanding of self-concept and diversity 

· How to work co-operatively and contribute positively in group-learning situations and respond sensitively to others' ideas and products.

Skills: Learners must be able to:

· Use appropriate vocabulary, describe, discuss, analyze, and apply the distinctive conventions, structures and language features of English.

· Explore their self-concept by identifying what they will be like in the future.

Stage 2: Assessments

Performance Tasks

1) Students pronounce and use vocabulary to describe themselves.
2) Students participate and contribute to class discussions.
3) Students autobiography is descriptive and meets standards/requirements.
Speaking 

· Use checklists and/or anecdotal notes to gather information about students' abilities and needs during group/class discussions. 

Listening 

· Students complete self-assessment checklists following read-alouds and group discussions. (Oral response to “Question of the day”)

Writing 

· Meet criteria by which written products will be assessed. (Rubric included)

· Observe students during their writing processes to determine their abilities and needs. 

Reading 

· Meet a specific number of autobiographies to be read and responded to during the unit. 

· Assess students' responses to read alouds in readers’ notebook.

· During reading observe students' abilities to use various strategies in order to make sense of what they read.  

Self-assessment and Reflection- Students will reflect on the unit of study by choosing their best work and explaining why they choose that particular piece of work.

	OPENING. How will you focus, prepare and engage students for the lesson’s objective?

	MATERIALS. 

	
	· Activity: Start off by calling students’ to stand based on their physical characteristics.

· (i.e. call on students who are wearing a ponytail, or have the same color sneakers on, etc.)

· Ask students to guess why those students were chosen based on what they are wearing.

	· “Who can guess how and why our class is special?”

· Elicit student responses and write them on the board.

· Write names of students who respond next to their response as well.

· Introduce vocabulary words and go over it, emphasizing pronunciation and word meanings.

· Have a copy of the worksheet on transparency/chart paper

· Model how to fill out the worksheet using yourself as example.
	

	
	GUIDED PRACTICE/GROUP WORK. In what ways will your learners attempt to explain or do what you have outlined? How will you monitor and coach their performance?  
	

	
	· Hand out worksheets “Autobiography” and have students read along as you read directions.

· Explain the directions and discuss what autobiography is.

· Students can work in pairs to fill out their worksheets.
	

	
	CLOSING/SHARE. How will you have students summarize what they’ve learned? How will reinforce the objective’s importance and its link to past and future learning? 
	

	
	· Whole group share of autobiographies, using new vocabulary words if possible.  

· Ask group to define key vocabulary words.

· Homework: Students are asked to do “cloze” sentences that ask about their emotions and has them elaborate on why they feel a certain way.
